

NEWCASTLE HANG GLIDING CLUB COMPETITION MANUAL

Introduction

The Newcastle club competition will be held on a monthly basis over a 12-month period starting 27th July 2011. The format will include individual awards and team awards. A variety of Dufus awards will also be presented. Monthly prizes will be awarded at the club meeting with annual awards at the annual general meeting.
The rounds will be held the Saturday prior to the club monthly meeting with the Sunday as a back up day if required. If neither Saturday nor Sunday before the club meeting is flyable the round will take place the next month. A nominal entry fee of $15 is required to enter the competition and all entry fees will go back to the pilots in the form of prizes.  
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Aim

The aim of the monthly competition is to encourage newer pilots to participate in competition in a low stress environment and to encourage “veteran” pilots to assist the newer pilots to reach their goals. 

The Newcastle Club has had many representatives at National and International events for many years. The aim is to not only encourage new pilots to competition but to have a competitive environment to allow the local “gun” pilots to hone their skills for elite competitions

Schedule of Events

A reminder email will be sent out a week before the comp round. Discussion will take place online during the week before the round at www.nhgc.asn.au.
On Friday evening the meeting place and time will be posted on the web site.
Daily registration will be held at the meeting point at nominally 8.30am. Transport to launch will be co-ordinated.

The task committee will select the task and advise at the pilot briefing on launch nominally at 11.30am

Scoring

The competition will be GPS scoring based. 

GPS Coordinates will be available to down load from the club website 

At the end of each flying round the track log will be required to be uploaded on to the club website.

Scoring Format

FS Comp is the scoring software which will be used to score the comp. There will be 12 available rounds with a minimum of 4 rounds. As the concept is to allow flying to co exist with family and other commitments the comp will be structured so that rounds can be dropped from the total scores. The following table outlines the scoring structure. The lowest scoring rounds will be dropped

Individual Scoring

Individuals will be scored in one of 3 categories. Open, King posted and Floater (exposed cross bars). It is not discouraged that pilots fly various gliders during the competition but flying a glider in any one round which is of a higher performance than the original entered class the pilot will move to that class.

All pilots will fly the same task and be scored against all other classes. The winner of the class will be the highest ranking of that class.
Team Scoring

A team event will be held in conjunction with the individual competition. Teams will consist of 3 pilots per team. The 3 pilots scores will be added after each round. The highest cumulative score will be the winner for the day. Once a team scores for 4 rounds the lowest round score can be dropped as per the individual score. 

Teams will be selected to try to include one pilot per class. Team members will be drawn from a hat at the July meeting prior to commencement of the first round.

Safety

While you are 100% responsible for your own safety each team member should ensure that all team members have landed safely and have transportation arranged. 

If you have a heavy landing but don't need assistance, move the glider, walk away from it or at least wave to any other pilots overhead, so that they know they are not required to assist.
Awards and Prizes

Monthly prizes will be awarded at the club meeting with the following categories

· Individual Floater

· Individual King posted

· Individual Open

· Team

· Snail award for slowest in goal (need a snail hat)

· Driver Award (The Brian Williams perpetual trophy)

· Etc etc

Launch 

Launch order is open where possible. More experienced pilots are asked to assist at launch. 
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
